Evaluation of education
The new model for evaluation of education  [länk http://www.uu.se/en/about-uu/quality/evaluation/evaluation-of-education/] was tested in pilot evaluations during 2017 and will now be used on a regular basis for evaluation of all study programs on first-, second- and third cycle (Bachelor’s, Master’s and PhD) following a six year cycle. Guidelines for how the evaluations should be carried out were recently decided on by the Faculty boards (an example from Medfarm is attached, other guidelines are available on MP).
